Experience an evening of original works choreographed by graduating seniors as The University of Utah Department of Modern Dance presents XII: A Contemporary Dance Event.  This concert features the premier of 11 Audio Suggestions, by renowned choreographer Nicole Wolcott and includes a diverse collection of artistic works using a wide range of media, music, dance styles to showcase students’ creative thoughts, experiences, and growth. 
Nicole Wolcott, choreographer, teacher and performance artist based in New York City, has performed with dance companies, rock bands and video artists around the country for sixteen years.  In 2002, she co-founded KEIGWIN + COMPANY with Larry Keigwin and was the Associate Artistic Director until 2010.  Her piece 11 Audio Suggestions, created especially for the senior class of 2010, is a theatrical, quick-paced, quirky romp revealing the awkwardness of human interaction. 
XII evokes curiosity and surprise, presenting pieces that include investigating risk at a dinner table, a dance for camera revealing the business side of life, and a grassy landscape portrait coming to life.  This concert also features not only students from the department and other dancers from the local Salt Lake City community and is directed by acclaimed faculty members Jon Scoville and Tandy Beal with lighting and stage design guided by Cole Adams, in collaboration with students from both Modern Dance and Ballet departments.

Performances are held at the Hayes-Christensen Theater at the Marriott Center for Dance (U of U campus, 330 South 1500 East, Salt Lake City, just west of the Marriott Library), on March 11, 12 & 13, and April 1, 2 & 3, 2010.   Performances begin at 7:30pm. Student tickets are $7 each, and general admission is $10.  High School and University students are eligible for two-for-one tickets with the presentation of their school ID and by mentioning the promotion code TWELVE.
